Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

August 29, 2002

Chair Kempkes called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Ted Kempkes, Leon Namtzu, and Mary Satterwhite. Committee members absent: None.

Others present:  Mayor Boho, Lee V. Lamoreaux, Jane Curran, Jeff Fahl, Ginger Geng, City Attorney Bilz, Officer Lobermeier, and Police Chief Moore.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux stated that the committee is in compliance with the open meeting law.

The following are comments under Public Comment agenda item:

Ms. Geng: Jack Tally and Joy Larson have complained about the storage mobile home located near the Marie Shukala property. They stated that it is an eyesore. I think its an eyesore.

Mrs. Satterwhite: I have contacted Nancy Marshall, Public Health Nurse. She will inspect the Shukala trailer for possible health risks, Speeding on Shaw Street is a serious problem, and should be closely monitored by police officers.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite accepting the minutes of the meeting held on July 25 and July 31, 2002. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz informed committee members that a change in city charter ordinance would be necessary in appointment of legal assistance rather than an elective City Attorney.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to recommend an interim appointment of a legal assistance person to the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to recommend a public hearing date be set to receive comments and discussion on a change in city charter ordinance allowing an appointment of a legal firm or individual lawyer rather than the elective process utilized to date. Carried. Recommendation to the Common Council.

Committee members asked Mayor Boho to contact the Park Falls Mayor, and Price County Board Chairman to initiate a discussion of alternate staffing of respective police departments and county law enforcement.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to recommend to the Common Council the placement of an ad for candidates for the full time job position vacancy resulting from the retirement of Officer Crepinsek. Carried.
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Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council a ban on smoking in city owned buildings, vehicles, and/or equipment, except for bought and paid for private parties held in the hall area of the Municipal Center. Carried.

Mayor Boho read a letter being mailed to Waste Management regarding sanitary conditions at the transfer station on South Airport Road.

Committee members asked Police Chief Moore to prepare a report on Shaw street/Highway 100 speeding violations, and prepare a resolution format on smoking areas, nonareas, on or near city-owned property.

Chief Moore briefed committee members on department activities.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to recommend pay​ment of department invoices, as reviewed. Carried.
