Meeting Minutes

October 27, 2005

Chairman Mark Chrouser called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

Committee members Jay Reinke and Elvis Presley were also present.  Police Chief David Sonntag and Fire Chief Jim Pisca were in attendance, along with Clerk-Treasurer Mary Willett.

The signs with the rules are not yet posted.  

The 2001 squad car should be picked up before the snow flies.  
The ’98 squad’s front seats are collapsed and need to be replaced. The radio will be exchanged/ swapped with the Price County Emergency Government for a digital radio with encode/decode capability.  The Chief will continue to look at purchasing a reconditioned vehicle, utilizing the Squad Car Fund savings account.

Fire Chief Pisca handed out the 5 year plan for the Phillips Fire Department and the proposed 2006 Fire Department Budget.  A proposal for the Towns’ contracts was passed out.  Mr. Pisca pointed out that cash paid for the fire truck was better than a lease purchase or borrowing the money.  If the Council does not want to charge each township a set amount, then a rationale needs to come forward for recapturing department costs.
The Fire Department has received a bid for $200 for the old Fire Bus.  Fire Chief Pisca will try to sell it in his front yard along Highway 13.
Part-time help for the Police Chief was discussed.  Currently the Chief is swamped administratively with everything that is going on in the City.  The Chief is considering an intern position or soliciting volunteer help.  He would conduct background checks.  Ideally, someone who is retired and who has computer competency and file skills would perfectly fulfill the needs.  Jay Reinke knew a retired candidate that may fit the needs, and he would check on that lead.  Mark Chrouser made a motion for the Chief to advertise for volunteer help at the Police Chief’s discretion.  Elvis Presley seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

Police Chief David Sonntag noted that there were more burglaries on one night recently than the City had from the start of the year to the point of this robbery.  The Chief is following up on some very good leads.  34 cases have been cleared, and 20 cases have led to criminal charges.  The police force has learned much from the attended schools and trainings.  
Committee members reviewed the Police and Fire Department 2006 proposed budgets.

At 7:35 PM, Mark Chrouser moved and Jay Reinke seconded the motion for adjournment.  Motion carried.
